Please add an additional $15.00/player to the fee to cover an annual membership with our sanctioning body - Alberta Underwater Council (AUC).  
And add $5.00/player for mouth guard.
VOLUNTEER COMMITMENT:
Subsidizing the cost of the club through fundraising allows ALL players to afford the sport of underwater hockey; otherwise the basic cost per player would be at least $500.00/player per/year.  The CUHC considers itself to be extremely privileged to be able to fundraise by working a casino.   Should you fail to honor your mandatory fundraising commitment the $500.00 post dated fundraising cheque will be cashed by the CUHC.  Please note that this is our MAIN fundraising event which allows us to rent pool time and send teams to out of town tournaments.
Casino Policy: All families are required to provide a minimum of one adult worker per 1-3 players to work the scheduled casino in the 2012-2013 calendar year.  Families who have more than 3 players are required to send an additional worker.  Additional shifts will be required if your child attends an international tournament.

 FUNDRAISING COMMITMENTS ARE MANDATORY: A cheque of $500.00 post 
dated  must be submitted with  the appropriate  registration form.  The cheque will 
ONLY be cashed should a family fail to provide a worker(s).    
All Casino Volunteers of the CUHC will note the following guidelines when representing their children at the Casino:
· you must be 18 to work in a casino hall
· please do not be late for your shift
· you WILL NOT inform the Fundraising Coordinator that you cannot show up (the penalty is $500 and will be enforced)
· you may inform the Fundraising Coordinator that you have a replacement person
· you may pay your replacement person out of pocket 
Please be courteous to our fundraising volunteers by replying promptly to their e-mail or telephone message when he / she calls.  This individual is donating a great deal of time to the club in order to ensure that your child can continue to enjoy the sport of underwater hockey at a reasonable cost.  
THANK YOU in advance for your assistance with fundraising and for assisting the CUHC.  
CUHC will not be scheduled for a casino until the 2012-2013 year.
 CUHC has  a casino every 18 months, and will have just completed one for this term on Aug 27 and 28, 2011.
OUT-OF-TOWN TOURNAMENTS: 
Chaperones are selected for these events; careful selection is taken when choosing these parents based on 1 parent per team for Alberta Tournaments, and more as required for National and International Tournaments.  In order to be eligible for out of town tournaments, players must be members in good standing with the CUHC for both the Fall and Spring sessions.

To eliminate unnecessary phone calls, please note that ALL information and updates will be handled by e-mail.  If phoning is required, you MUST REPLY to all messages.   Please ensure that the CUHC has your current e-mail address.  Contact cuhc@live.ca for any changes to your contact information.
EQUIPMENT POLICY:  
The personal equipment for underwater hockey is minimal consisting of swimsuit, mask, fins, snorkel, cap, glove, stick, and mouth guard.  Caps, sticks and mouth guards may be acquired through the CUHC.  You must purchase your own equipment, for your child. You can choose to purchase your  equipment from Aqua Sport 101, 3411 20 Street S.W. Calgary, AB  (Marda Loop) PH. 403-686-6166.  Ask about a discount for belonging to CUHC.    
New Equipment:

New masks must have the inside of the glass lens cleaned with toothpaste (the abrasive kind not gel) prior to using the masks.

CUHC Behavior and Discipline Policy
The objective of this policy is to help maintain optimum opportunity for all players to train, have fun and be safe both in and out of the pool.
The CUHC expects its players to:
Show respect for his or her coaches and fellow players.
Exhibit good sportsmanship to all fellow players regardless of age, sex or ability.
Be punctual, prepared and engaged in practices.
Inappropriate behavior will be deemed as any verbal or physical behavior that is deemed detrimental to the players or coaching staff by the executive and/or coaches.
Some examples of inappropriate behavior are listed below:
· Verbal abuse:  Foul or aggressive language.
· Physical abuse:  slapping/hitting/pinching/pushing/overly aggressive or dirty play  
· Repeated disruption of practices or other players.
A three warning system will be implemented.
1st offence:  after a warning the player will be asked to sit on the side of the pool.  Parents will be contacted by the coach to discuss the situation and an executive member will be notified.
2nd offence:  the player will be asked to sit on the side of the pool.  His/her parents will be contacted and required to attend a meeting with the coach and an executive member to discuss the behavioral issues.  The player will not be allowed to return to the pool until this meeting has happened.
3rd offence:  the player will be asked to sit on the side of the pool.  There will be a review of the player’s behavior by the coaches and the executive of the CUHC and if the behavior is deemed inexcusable, the player will be expelled from the CUHC without a refund.

Parental Expectations and Tournament Selection Criteria for CUHC

The objective of this policy is to set the expectations for parents with respect to tournament selections and the commitment to CUHC, in order to help maintain a safe and fun experience in and out of the pool.

To ensure that this is possible we are asking that the parents take an active role in the participation of their children.

The CUHC expects its parents to:

· Determine what level they want their child(ren) to play at
· Know the regulations and abilities required for the level indicated
· Have proper equipment for their child(ren)
· Have their child(ren) to practice on time
The coaches have asked that the parents take an active part to ensure their child(ren) are fully engaged in the underwater hockey program. To have the support of the parents is crucial to the building of the team and club. Furthermore the coaches have asked that the following criteria be met for each child(ren) to be included in the tournament selection process.

Recreational players: Sunday only.

In order to be selected for a tournament:

· The child(ren) is expected to  attend practice each Sunday.
· There must be a minimum of 60% attendance
· The child(ren) is expected to be at practice on time, to allow for a proper workout. If they are more than 20 minutes late, (without adequate reason)  they will be marked as absent.
This goes along with engagement at each practice, and exhibition of good sportsmanship.

Competitive players: Sun/Tues/Thurs

 In order to selected for a tournament:

· The child(ren) is expected to attend 5 of the 8 practices of Tues/Thurs each month.(62% attendance).
· The child(ren) is expected to attend at least one Sunday practice to mentor and encourage the younger players in the club.
· A combination of days can provide a 62% attendance. ( this a minimum requirement.)
· The child(ren) is expected to be at practice on time, to allow  a proper workout. If they are more than 20 minutes late ( without  adequate reason) they will be marked as absent.
This goes along with engagement at each practice, and exhibition of good sportsman ship.
